Not all of the files I generated when writing the article are included, but the files included demonstrate how the analysis was done, and files not included should be easy to create from the data provided in the article by using one of the included files as a template.

Attached are SPICE netlist files (.cir), SPICE command files (.rc), and Postscript files (.eps). These files are all text files that can be edited with any text editor. 

The SPICE netlist files included are as follows:

    test25f.cir           file used to generate Figures 3 and  4

    whip830.cir        file used to generate Figures 7 and 8

    whip8j.cir            file used to generate Figure 13

    whip16j.cir          file used to generate Figure 18

There is a SPICE command file corresponding to each netlist file. These files contain the SPICE commands as they would be typed into the command line of the program. If a ???.rc file is copied or renamed to spice.rc, and then copied to the same directory as the SPICE executable, the corresponding netlist file will be loaded and the commands executed on startup.

Optimization code is included in the netlist files, and these statements will most likely cause errors. This problem can be resolved by commenting out all statements from .optimize thru .endo
