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Colin Brackney, KR4HO, discovered an old Kenwood 
TM-241A 2 m FM transceiver that a friend had left 
with him. In addition to the 2 m band, this radio also 
tunes 118 to 135.995 MHz to cover the AM aircraft 
band. Colin decided to build a “A Receiving Converter 
for 2 Meter Radios” and can now receive AM and FM 
from 18 to 74 MHz. As a bonus, he added coverage 
for 218 to 235 MHz. 
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
